I am shocked and disappointed that the Council no longer wishes to fund an organisation that represents the interests and views of the borough’s private tenants (including housing association tenants).

I was also told that if the Council does not change its mind – the organisation will have to close in December 2011. 

At a time when Camden’s private tenants now outnumber council tenants, when rents are spiralling and when housing benefit is being cut, an organisation like CFPT is needed more than ever.

We are not asking preferential treatment, just our fair share of the limited resources that remain, as the Council rightly seems to have made sure that most vulnerable groups in the borough get something, but sadly this does not seem to include the largest group – private tenants.

I would urge the Council to re-think this decision, and to continue to fund such an important and valuable organisation as the Camden Federation of Private Tenants.
